Metal washer 

Pay attention to the arrow label on the motor assembly . Please start from this arrow when you align 2 
holes from the blade to the fan motor assembly. Secure the blade with two blades screws and two metal 
washers.

Step 2. Loosen the two set screws from the fan motor assembly coupling. Remove the hitch pin and lock
pin from the fan motor assembly. (Fig. 7)

Step 3. Remove the hanger ball from the downrod by loosening the hanger ball set screw, and removing
the cross pin, then sliding the hanger ball off of the downrod. (Fig. 7)

Step 4. Carefully feed the fan wires up through the downrod. Thread the downrod into the fan motor 
assembly coupling. Line up the holes and replace the lock pin and the hitch pin. Tighten the set screws.
(Fig. 7)



Step 1. Insert the receiver into the mounting bracket with the flat side of the receiver facing the ceiling. 
(Fig.9)
Step 2. Follow the steps below to connect the fan to your house supply wires. Secure the wire nuts 
supplied with your fan by wrapping the connections with electrical tape. (Fig.10)

Motor to receiver electrical connections:
●　Connect the black wire from the fan to the black wire marked "TO MOTOR L" from the receiver.
●　Connect the white wire from the fan to the white wire marked "TO MOTOR N" from the receiver.
●　Connect the blue wire from the fan to the blue wire marked "For Light" from the receiver.

Receiver to house supply wires electrical connections:
●　Connect the black (hot) wire from the ceiling to the black wire marked "AC in L" from the receiver. 
●　Connect the white (neutral) wire from the ceiling to the white wire marked "AC in N" from the receiver.
●　Connect the ground wire (green or bare copper) from outlet box to the ground wire of hanging ball 
and the ground wire of mounting bracket.

Step 3. Secure the wire connection with a plastic wire nut provided with the electrical hardware.　
After connecting the wires, spread them apart so that the green and white wires are on one side of the 
outlet box and the black and blue wires are on the other side, Carefully tuck the wire connections up
into the outlet box.

Step 1. Remove 1 of 3 screws from the mounting ring and loosen the other 2 screws. (Do not remove.)
